	1. Children will know the colours – red, blue, yellow, green, purple, black, white, brown, pink, grey and orange. 
2. Children will explore playful maths investigations to encourage open-ended and self-directed learning.

3. Children will know the basic shapes – square, circle, rectangle, triangle, heart and oval. 
4. Children will rote count to 5, 10 or more.

5. Children will recognise numerals to 5, 10.

· Co-ordinator to observe during study buddy and PRSD sessions

· Co-ordinator monitoring progression using running records and Action Plan audits 

· Collect photographic and iPad recordings as evidence

· Set up a maths investigative area/ table with stimulating materials which can be accessed daily.
· Encourage multi-sensory activities including weighing, measuring, ordering, patterns, exploring shapes, classifying, counting and recognising numbers. 
· Develop maths language like heavy, light, full, empty, long, short, more, another, big, and little. 

· Practical reinforcement to support understanding of maths language. 

· Display shape focus for the month clearly

· Notify parent on the parents’ noticeboard and in nursery newsletter 

· Communicate the colour of the month via twitter and on the school website
· Encourage children to contribute to shape display/ shelf 

· Shape books, rhymes and songs

· Using specific shape cutters for play doh area 
· Making shape pictures by cutting and sticking and using paint, crayons or markers 

· Matching shapes 

· Sorting and classifying for specific shapes

· Making basic sets
· Shape puzzles, games, hunts

· Number books that include - Over in The Meadow, Five Little Monkeys, Ten Black Dots, Anno’s Counting Book etc.
